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Analysis of Forestry Accidents and Establishment Status of Safety
and Health Management System for small forest enterprise
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Abstract: On January 27, 2024, the "Serious Accidents Punishment Act” will be extended to small
enterprises, and it is essential for forest project corporations and forest management bodies to establish a
safety and health management system. This study analyzed the forestry accidents and identified the
establishment of a safety and health management system for small forest enterprises. When analyzing the
forest project accidents from 2017 to 2021 by type, a high proportion of industrial accidents occurred in
project involving logging(90.9%), lumbering industries and forest project corporations(78.6%), and
enterprises with fewer than five employees(57.5%), and most of the accident victims were over 50 years
old(86.7%6) and worked for less than six months(96.0%). The number of enterprises requiring the
establishment of a safety and health management system was identified as 113 forest management bodies
and 1,380 forest project corporations. As a result, the majority of enterprises have insufficient safety and
health management systems, and the reason for the difficulty in implementing them is that the enterprise
is not aware of the implementation of the Act or the complexity of the implementation plan. With the
implementation of the “Serious Accidents Punishment Act” on the horizon, it is urgent to introduce a
unique safety and health management system that reflects the characteristics of the forest projects, as the

project sites are not fixed and the types of accidents are different from other industries.
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
